Seventh- Hebrew Word Shebi’iy(Sheb-ee-ee), Which Means, “seven”. This is from a root word “Shaba”(Shawbah) which denotes “Completeness”

Rested- Hebrew Word Shabbat(7673 strongs) which means, “desist, cease, cessasation, or to sit still”

For example: Exodus 23:12(Torah Law) and 34:21; 35:1-3

Work – Hebrew Word- “Ahbahd” which means, “Labor, to work, which leads and manifest worship. To toil for….. when used properly it means, “To worship Yahweh”(every deed, act or work). This is also the Word used to mean to Serve

Ahbahd is usually confused with a Hebrew word that denotes, to lift our hands in praise, or to kneel and pray- (Hesh-tah-khah-veh), which means, “to humble oneself, to prostrate and pray)

See Exodus 20:9-10/Deut 5:12; Leviticus 23:1-3

Prophetic Significance:

Shabbat means Rest……..Rest is for Restoration and refreshment

YeshiYah(Isaiah) 40:27-31

Shabbat Is also the Sign of our commitment and our Eternal Covenant with Yahweh:

Exodus 31:12-17; marriage ring/yoke aka Nissuin

It is proof that our relationship is Consecrated-Yahweh is faithful and committed to:

JerimiYah 31:35-37; Psalms 89:31-36

Conclusion: NechamYah 10:31-32

When is the Shabbat or the day of Rest...
Shabbat is not the name of the Seventh Day and is not only on the seventh day.... The seventh Day is known as Yom Shabayiy... which is the proper name of a hebrew day in relation to the Hebrew-Near Eastern Calendar from the Renewed Moon...

We are commanded to perform  Shabbat every seventh day.... However most forget that the Seventh Day is supposed to be according to a lunar calendar and not a Solar calendar......

Yes a Week equals seven days and each new week on a hebrew calendar is Echad Yom (day one) of that week, however unless it is the first day of the month according to the renewed moon, Chodesh,  then it is not Yom Echad, the first Day...

Saturday is not a Hebrew shabbat or seventh day, unless the shabbat or seventh day in relation to the Lunar calendar  specifically falls on that day..... Saturday is a fixed time of the Gentiles according to a Solar-Gregorian Calendar. However Saturday is still not the seventh day of the month unless it is specifically the seventh day from the first day of the month!!!!

We are commanded to observe Yahs festivals and holydays and fixed times according to the Lunar-Hebrew Calendar....... meaning that if Pesac is on the 14 day of the 1st month(Yareah Echad), then it would not be January 14th according to the solar gregorian calendar but according to the Hebrew calendar which varies in relation to the gregorian calendar months from year to year.....

It is not a fixed time on the Solar calendar but is a fixed time on the Hebrew calendar simply because we observe our holidays every year on the same hebrew dates according to the lunar Hebrew calendar.... This was standard for all the Ancient near east.....

Therefore it is erroneous and a serious flaw to have a shabbat every seventh day according to the Solar-gregorian calendar and then celebrate the other holidays according to the Hebrew set times... Remember…. Shabbat and all the Days of Holiness are Considered Convocations of Holiness

Exp: Current Hebrew Month- Tebeth(10th month) 14th, 21st and 28th= Friday sundown to Saturday sundown on the Gregorian calendar...... The New Moon(month of Shebat, or 11th month) is equal to January 13th(Sunday sundown to Monday sundown)......YOm Shabiyiy, the seventh day is January 19th, Saturday sundown to Sunday sundown.......Then every Seventh day(14th , 21st, 28th ) will corresponding to the same days as Yom Shabiyiy..........until the next New moon and then we count again from the 1st day of the Renewed Moon?

New Moon or Full Moon
Text: PSALMS 81:3, ABlow the Rams horn at the time of the NEW MOON, at the full moon, on our festival day... For this is a Law for all Yishrael@
I. The Hebrew word for the New moon in the text is, AChodesh#2320@ which means renewal and is also used as a reference to Yom Echad or the first day of the Month. It is the Renewed Moon which dictates/begins the days of each New month on the Hebrew and ancient near eastern calendars.

Reference: 1Shamuel 20:5, 18, 24; Yeshiyah 66:23 etc... 

II. The Hebrew word for Full moon(appointed time KJV) is, Akese#3677@ this is from the root word AKasah@, which means literally to be plump or full i.e to fill up hollows or like stuffing a turkey@, in essence fullness@. It can also mean to cover as in to cover with flesh(grow fat). Full moon is a theologically motivated mis-translation of the Hebrew Word Kese.

Reference Exodus 10:5; 21:33; 26:13; 28:42; Deut 23:13; psalms 104:9; 140:9; Yeshiyah 11:9  etc...

III. The Word for moon itself is the Hebrew Word, Yereah #3394

Reference: Bereshit 37:9; Deut 4:19; 17:3; Yahoshua 10:12;  Job 25:5; psalm 72:5,7 ect.... 

IV. Full moon is from the Hebrew words Lebanah #3842 Yereah which is a reference to its brightness/whiteness.

Reference: song of songs 6:10 ; YeshiYah 24:23 ; 30:26

Therefore the correct transliteration should be:
