Ethnic Cleansing - the elimination of an unwanted ethnic group or groups from a society, as by genocide or forced emigration. 

Welfare State - a state in which the welfare of the people in such matters as social security, health and education, housing, and working conditions is the responsibility of the government. 

Cold War - period of increased tension between the Soviet Union and U.S.

Romanticism - An artistic and intellectual movement originating in Europe in the late 18th century and characterized by a heightened interest in nature

Reparations - the making of amends (paying money) for wrong or injury done
Industrial Capitalism - an economic system in which business leaders use profits to expand their companies

European Union - an association of European nations first formed in 1993 in order to achieve political and economic unity

Communism - a theory or system of social organization based on the holding of all property in common, actual ownership being ascribed to the community as a whole or to the state
Balkanization - Division of a place or country into several small political units, often unfriendly to one another
