ECU CHAMPIONSHIP CUP 2001

COMPETITION DETAILS 

The competition will be played over 4 rounds and a total of 31 matches. 

16 teams will be pitting their skills against each other on an indoor court. Each university,

University of Western Australia, Curtin University of Technology, Murdoch University and Edith Cowan University, will submit 4 teams to represent them. 

Each team will consist of 7 members; 5 playing and 2 substitutes. The teams can be solely made up of Singapore students and non-students, or a mixture of International, Australian, and Singapore students/non-students, or solely International and Australian students and non-students. Substitutes can join or leave the match for unlimited number of times. At any time, the maximum number of players on the court cannot exceed 5. At any time that substitution takes place, the referee must be informed and verbal approval must be given before any player or substitute joins or leaves the court. The referee reserves the right to deny any substitution. 

Only registered substitutes are allowed to play. 

Should there be any misconduct or unprofessional behavior from players on and off the court during the duration of the match, the referee reserves the right to yellow card the player and suspend the player from the court to a maximum of two minutes. The player may return to the court after the period of suspension. The referee must be informed of the suspended player’s entry to the match. Suspended players cannot be substituted in the duration of their suspension. Two yellows will constitute a sending off or a red card. The team will have to play without the sent off player for the rest of the match. A sent off player cannot be substituted. The sent off player may play in the match after, should there still be any. 

Qualifying Rounds 

The competition begins with 4 groups, each made up of 4 teams playing against each other in a round robin system. 

24 matches will be played in this stage. Each match will last for 10 minutes without halve breaks. 

Every team in each group will play three matches against the other teams in the same group. 

Each win gives the team 3 points. A draw earns 1 point. No points are deducted or earned for a loss. 

The top two teams with the highest points at the end of the round will earn an entry to the

quarterfinals. Should there be more than one team with the same number of points and is eligible for quarterfinals entry; goal difference will be calculated and taken into account. This is calculated by taking the total number of goals scored by the team, and deducting it with the total number of goals conceded by the team. The team with the largest goal difference wins eligibility. In any event where goal difference cannot differ the teams, the total number of goals scored by the team will be taken into account. Should the teams still remain in stagnant, a penalty shootout will be played on a golden goal basis. The winning team earns eligibility to the Quarterfinals. 

Quarter-Finals 

The winner and runner-up from one group will play against the winner and runner-up of the other group on a knockout system. 

4 matches will be played in this stage. Each match will have two halves of 12 minutes each. A half time of 2 minutes will take place in the middle of the match. 

Should the match end in a draw, the match goes into an extra time of 3 minutes per half, and the team who scores the first goal wins the game (Golden goal). There will be a half time of 1 minute during extra time. Should the match still end in a draw after extra time, a penalty shootout will decide the winning team. 

Semi Finals 

The winner of one knockout match will play against the winner of the other group. 

2 matches will be played at this stage. Each match will have two halves of 12 minutes each. A half time of 2 minutes will take place in the middle of the match. 

Should the match end in a draw, the match goes into an extra time of 3 minutes per half, and the team who scores the first goal wins the game (Golden goal). There will be a half time of 1 minute during extra time. Should the match still end in a draw after extra time, a penalty shootout will decide the winning team. 

Finals 

The winner of one knockout match will play against the winner of the other group for the trophy. 

1 match will be played to determine the champion. The match will have two halves of 15 minutes per half. A half time of 5 minutes will take place in the middle of the match. 

Should the match end in a draw, the match goes into an extra time of 5 minutes per half, and the team who scores the first goal wins the game (Golden goal). There will be a half time of 2 minute during extra time. Should the match still end in a draw after extra time, a penalty shootout will decide the winning team.
