Kiara GP 2001 — 14 January 2001 Pat,

The first race in the Kiara GP 2001 was held on 14 January
2001 with 32 riders taking part. The time tria through Bukit
Kiarawas flagged off from Devi’s Corner in Desa Sri Hartamas
and wound its way through thesingletrack of Bukit Kiarato end
at Soul’ ed Out.

Conditions were treacherous as the rain of the previous month
had exposed many roots on the descents and turned parts of the
trail into a quagmire.

The rush to beat the clock and Pigpen “King of Kiard' Pat's
record of 1.01:48 (set in similar conditions) yielded several
minor flesh wounds, some soft tissue damage and numerous
broken bike parts. When all the blood and mud was hosed off,
Pigpen's official record still stood although Tom “The Fonze”
de Bruyne (1¥; 1.01:50; recently recovered from 5 broken ribs
suffered on a secret Kiara training ride) and “Big” Ben Thomas
(2"%: 1.02:12; cool Jeep Cherokee) came close to matching it.
