1.  Description:  The full color tab is 2 3/8 inches (6.03 cm) long, 11/16 inch (1.75 cm) wide, with a 1/8 inch (.32 cm) red border and the word "SAPPER" inscribed in white letters 5/16 inch (.79 cm) high.  The woodland subdued tab is identical, except the background is olive drab and the word "SAPPER" is in black letters and the desert subdued tab has a khaki background with the word “SAPPER” in spice brown letters.   
 
2.  Award Approval Authority:  The Commandant of the U.S. Army Engineer School and the CG, U.S. Army Human Resources Command are authorized to award the Sapper tab.
 
3.  Award Eligibility:  Awarded to U.S. military and civilian personnel, and foreign military personnel who qualify as prescribed.  The basic eligibility criteria for award of the tab is as follows:  (1) Successful completion of a Sapper Leaders course conducted by the U.S. Army Engineer School.  (2) Any person who successfully completes a Sapper Leaders course conducted by the U.S. Army Engineer School at Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri.  (3) The tab may be awarded retroactively to any person who successfully completed the Sapper Leaders Course on or after 14 June 1985.
 

4.  Revocation:  The Sapper tab may be revoked by the Commandant, U.S. Army Engineer School or the CG, U.S. Army Human Resources Command based on the recommendation of the field commander (Colonel or above), of the individual in question, if (in the opinion of that commander) the individual has exhibited a pattern of behavior, lack of proficiency, or duty performance that is inconsistent with expectations of the Army.  That is, award of the Sapper tab may be revoked for any of the following conditions:  (1) Dismissal, dishonorable discharge, or conviction by courts-martial for desertion in time of war.  (2) Failure to maintain prescribed standards of personal fitness and readiness to accomplish missions commensurate with position and rank.  (3) Upon relief or release for cause.
 

5.  Date Approved:  The Sapper Tab was approved by the Chief of Staff, Army, on 28 June 2004.
 
6.  Metal Tab:  The Sapper Tab metal replica is available in two sizes, full and dress miniature.  Soldiers authorized to wear the Sapper Tab may wear the Sapper Tab metal replica.  The full size version is approximately 1 5/32 inches (2.94 cm) in width.  The dress miniature version is 13/16 inch (2.06 cm) in width.
 
7.  Wear Policy:  The full color tab is worn 1/2 inch below the shoulder seam on the left sleeve of the Army green coat.  The subdued tab is worn 1/2 inch below the shoulder seam on the left sleeve of utility uniforms, field jackets and the desert battle dress uniform (DBDU).  The full size metal tab is worn only on the blue and white dress uniforms and the AG shade 415 shirt.  The dress miniature metal tab is worn on the blue and white mess and evening mess uniforms.  When miniature medals are worn on the blue and white dress uniforms, personnel may wear the dress miniature Sapper tab metal replica.  The tab is authorized for permanent wear.  Further wear policy is contained in AR 670-1.

TRAINING LOCATION 
The training location is at the US Army Engineer Center, Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri  65473-6400. 
  
PURPOSE 
To train selected soldiers in leadership skills, combat engineer and infantry battle drills, and the specialized engineer and infantry techniques required to perform as members of combined arms teams.  To build cohesion and increase the confidence.
  
SCOPE 
Designed to train and develop junior leaders in a team building environment, to perform proficiently and confidently on battle drills, specialized light engineer and infantry techniques and leadership skills needed to perform in a contemporary operating environment. The course is also designed to build esprit de corps and teamwork by training them in demolitions (conventional and expedient), mountaineering operations, aerial operations, land navigation, waterborne operations, urban breaching, MOUT operations, threat weapons, combatives, threat doctrine, troop leading procedures and combat orders. The course is taught over 28 consecutive days and combines both classroom instruction and hands-on application. The course culminates with an intense field training exercise to reinforce the use of the battle drills, patrolling and specialized techniques learned throughout the course
ELIGIBILITY 
Male or Female volunteer, Active or Reserve Component officer (0-3 or below including cadets) or enlisted (E-4 (P) or above) of any combat or combat support branch of service with priority of fill to 21B, 19D, and 11B MOS's and combat and combat support branch officers. Enlisted applicant in the grade of E-4 must submit a request for waiver, (endorsed by the individuals company and battalion commanders), to the applicants first (0-6 level) commander in the chain of command. The waiver will include include the most recent APFT results and time served in leadership positions. The approved waiver must accompany the application for admission into the Sapper Leader Course.  
Under no circumstances will enlisted soldiers below the rank of Specialist be allowed to attend the Sapper Leader Course. Any soldier arriving to the course below the rank of Specialist will be returned to his home station immediately. 
MEDICAL     
A physical examination record must accompany the student when reporting, be dated, with-in 18 months of report date, and state the applicant is medically qualified to attend. The exam record must include a blood chemistry test (containing electrolytes) and a liver and kidney function test. Each student bring his/her medical and dental records. Dental records must include a full mouth x-ray verifying that a panorex exists at home station and is available by sending unit, if requested. 
Previous heat injuries are prohibited from attending the summer classes (May – Aug). Previous cold weather injuries are prohibited from attending the winter classes (Sep - Apr).
PREREQUISITES 
Applicants must pass the APFT (with a minimum of 210 total points, and at least 60% in each event in their age group) and meet the height and weight requirements IAW AR 600-9. The applicantks battalion commander will certify that the applicant is proficient in the following tasks: combat water survival test, 5 mile run (8-minute/mile pace), 8-mile foot march ( 15-minute/mile pace) with 35-pound rucksack, and day and night land navigation.

 COMBAT WATER SURVIVAL TEST (CWST) 
All units must conduct Combat Water Survival Testing prior to arrival and must provide a list to the Sapper Training Detachment (STD) on in-processing day noting swimmers, weak swimmers, and non-swimmers.  While passing the CWST is not required for attendance, it is required to identify weak and non swimmers.  The CWST will not be conducted at the Sapper Leader Course.  All students must have at least attempted the CWST. 
Combat Water Survival Test (CWST) consists of three stations: (1) The 15–meter swim––swim 15 meters with rifle, wearing fatigues, boots, and LCE equipment (pistol belt, suspenders, two ammunition pouches, and two full canteens), without the loss of rifle or equipment and without showing unusual signs of fear or panic. (2) Equipment removal––enter from poolside, submerge to a depth of 3 meters, discard weapon and LCE equipment (as above), surface, and swim to poolside without showing unusual signs of fear or panic. (3) The 3–meter drop––walk blindfolded off a 3–meter diving board with weapon and LCE equipment. After entering water, remove blindfold and swim to poolside without loss of equipment or weapon and without showing unusual signs of fear or panic.
ATTENDANCE 
Units must meet the prerequisites stated above.  Units which are selected to attend are prioritized by the Commander, MANSCEN.  Allocations are normally assigned in March for the following year.  Units may obtain an allocation by written request to:

Individuals wanting to attend the course must go through their schools section. Slots are allocated using the Army Training Requirements And Resource System (ATRRS). All classes for FY05 are currently full, but slots due become available due to taskings and missions. 
REENTRY INTO COURSE 
Release from the Sapper Leader Course for misconduct or refusal to train requires a waiver from the soldier’s battalion commander for the soldier to return to the course.  The soldier can return no earlier than one year after dismissal. 
All other releases or students who receive a certificate of attendance may return to the course no earlier than six months from departure from the course.
