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Should blacks be allowed to serve in the military? Well the have been and are doing a great job. There are now several black division in the US Army and they have formed and activated a black tank battalion.  There are already all black air squadrons that are active, doing very well and have won many battles. 

The 761st Tank Battalion was put into action few months ago their performance has been fantastic. The 761st Tank Battalion is the first active tank battalion that blacks are allowed to enlist in.   At Camp Hood, Texas they trained intensively for several weeks.  On October 10, 1944 the soldiers in the 26th division were transported to Omaha Beach, Normandy this amazing battalion was able to make there first attack on a group of small towns south of Liège (Morville-les Vic, Dieuze, and Guebling) by the end of the first week of November. This successful attack continued to clear the way to the Siegfried Line. The 26th division did such an amazing job that they were awarded special commendation from their commander, General Willard C. Paul, who said they were awarded for “their great bravery under the most adverse weather and terrain conditions”.   After 183 days of action the 26th was relieved for a rest and the 87th Division took their place and hopefully will perform as well as the 26th did.    

A US Army division that lead up to development of a black tank battalion was the creation of an all black air squadron.  Before the 1940’s blacks were not permitted to enter into the military. Tuskegee Air Base was the first totally black
