They allow the application to be customized to fit the personal needs of each user if they need additional features, while minimizing the size of the application itself.

Allow hiding of almost anything -for example before printing - via context menu "Remove Object". 

This version fixes the "remove selection" functionality and allows for multiple "Undo Last Remove".

If you have the older extension "Nuke Anything" please make sure you uninstall it and restart Firefox before installing "Nuke Anything Enhanced".

The effect of this extension are temporary, you can use "Remove It Permanently" if you want your removed objects to be remembered.

You can get the latest information that interests you this way, whether it's new headlines from Yahoo News's Business section, the latest entries from your favorite blog, or even news updates from mozillaZine. Firefox has built-in support for RSS in its "Live Bookmarks" feature. 

How to add a Live Bookmark

If you are browsing a web site that has a Live Bookmark this icon: [image: image10.png]


will appear at the right side of the Location Bar (or at the bottom-right of the browser window if you are using 1.0.x.) 

To have Firefox watch the web site left-click the icon and select the title you are interested in - some sites have more than one. This will bring up the familiar "Add Bookmarks" dialogue. Select "OK", and you will see the Live Bookmark displayed in your Bookmarks menu. Under this entry all of the articles for that site will be displayed. Simple!
